Overall everyone was really happy with the turn out of the event. We sold a ton of raffle tickets and had lots of bids on the silent auction. It was so nice to see all the students getting to participate in various ways again.
The one thing we felt was most challenging, and was brought up by many of the tea planners as well as other parents, was the amount of "asks" that happen in December (Teacher gifts, class gift exchanges, christmas parties, hampers etc.). The tea added a significant amount of "asks" to the families of our school and we don't want to impede the other important things we do in December. We all felt that in the future we could move both the silent auction and the raffle to a different event, such as fun night, to help with this. As well it would aid in securing the raffle licence, which is always a bit of a prayer and a panic waiting and hoping it will come on time, and having lots of time to procure donations for the auction. 

The secondary things were mostly related to ideas for future Christmas teas. Some of the things we chatted about were, the potential for a Saturday morning breakfast event following the tea to include the working parents who couldn't make it, perhaps having all classes return to making a craft to sell at the tea, needing to develop a specific location to store all of the auction prizes, hosting a clean up party (maybe with pizza and a movie for kids who need to come with parents paid for by PAC) sometime after the Christmas concert to aid in securing enough help to put away the trees and remaining decor, needing early advertising and more information about the talent show, perhaps planning to have coffee as an option since it was very popular, and many more notes for next time that are added to the planning document. 

Two other important follow up items/requests would be to try and purchase or collect donations of tree bags to keep the trees in as they are mostly loose and it makes it harder to keep them organized (with their right tops and bottoms) as well as harder to put up and take down from the loft storage. Also, the market lights that we used have several finicky issues. Thankfully we had a parent at set up who knew how to repair them, but one of the fuses blew in the light strand itself and had to be replaced. Apparently more than 3 strands in a row cannot be daisy chained together. I replaced any dead bulbs with good ones before the event and by the time the Christmas concert was over, there were several bulbs out again. They are glass and also break pretty easily (which happened a couple times in the process of setting them up). My suggestion would be to purchase a few strands of the Costco outdoor lights as a replacement since they are heavier duty and plastic LED bulbs

4.7.  	School Board Liaison Report – Maria Darvoudis
-Superintendant Mal Gill talked about the district’s strategic plan, and that the new board will be reviewing this.
Current plan includes three priority areas: Educational Priorities (intellectual development, human social development, and careers development), Community Partnerships (RCMP’s School Liaison Officer program, Foundry Langley), and Operational Priorities (facility updates, potential new schools (another Willoughby high school), and Human Resources related initiatives, such as staff wellness).
 
Student and Family Affordability Fund was $2.1 million with the funds going to support school-connected food, fees, and supplies, with a focus on food insecurity. Some groups that received money were the Langley School District Foundation and Sources Langley Food Bank. He noted that decisions on how funds are used are being made at the school level as staff know the families needs better. These funds could pay for transportation, grocery gift cards, school fees, and grad attire among other things
